Every thing will be done to expedite your arrival by our trained staff.

All participating teams must declare all of the firearms and ammunition which will be brought in the Kingdom of Thailand for the Thailand Open shooting championships 2009 in advance.

You are kindly requested to complete the Firearm and Ammunition Form (Form G) and return it as soon as possible to the Organizing Committee, but at the very latest by the 10/09/2012

Customs Formalities and Assistance on arrival
Visiting Delegations will be met at the Suvarnabhumi International Airport, Bangkok by staff, of the Organizing Committee, who will facilitate clearance of Firearms and equipment through the Customs area.

The firearms and ammunition brought by each participating team, shall be stored in the National Shooting Sport Association’s Range Armoury at Hua Maak.

Local Transportation
All participating teams are requested to arrive at and depart from Suvarnabhumi International Airport, Bangkok.

The Organizing Committee and the National Shooting Sport Association of Thailand

will provide assistance at the above-mentioned airport for the firearms and ammunitions declaration formalities.
